Congratulations are extended to the following honoured members of the SSHF on their most recent accomplishments.

Brian Towriss (1990, 1996 & 1998 University of Saskatchewan Huskies Football
Team — 2003, 2009 & 2013) After 33 years behind the U of S Huskies bench, it was
announced on December 19, 2016 that Brian was stepping down. Brian will leave the Huskies
organization with the most U-Sports football wins of all-time (196), 3 Vanier Cups and 3 teams
inducted into the SSHF.

Dr. Robert “Bob” Hodges (Speed Skating — 1987) On December 9th, 2016 it was
announced that Bob will be receiving the most prestigious award in Peptide Chemistry from
the American Peptide Society, The Merrifield Award. This award will officially be presented to
Bob at the 25th American Peptide Symposium in Whistler, B.C. from June 17-22, 2017.

Edward “Eddie” Litzenberger (Hockey — 2002), Bob Bourne (Hockey — 2014),
Fiona Smith-Bell (Hockey — 2012) On January 21, 2017 it was announced that three
SSHF inductees would be part of the new Saskatchewan Hockey Hall of Fame induction class.
Litzenberger, Bourne and Smith-Bell, along with two builders, one grassroots, one official and
two teams will be officially inducted during a ceremony on July 22nd at the Civic Centre in
Battlefords.

Tewodros “Ted” Jaleta (Athletics — 2005 ) On March 3, 2017 it was publicly announced that the City of Regina and
the Regina Civic Naming Committee have approved the use of Ted Jaleta’s name for a future street sign in the city. Ted’s
name was chosen due to his community involvement and passion for Regina.

Members of the Board & staff extend their sincere sympathies to the family and friends of Joyce, Hank, Gord and Arleene.

Joyce Miller (1953 Janet Perkin Curling Team — 2005), as lead, Joyce worked
alongside teammates Jean Graham at second, Phyllis Day at third and skip, Janet Perkin
during their championship run. Although this was the first time the foursome had played on
an artificial ice surface, they overcame the odds and were crowned Western Canadian
Champions. Joyce was the team’s last surviving member. She passed away on December 7,
2016, she was 94 years old.

Henry “Hank” Dorsch (1966 Saskatchewan Roughriders Football Club — 1967)
Dorsch was a member of the Saskatchewan Roughriders from 1964-1971, and was part of the
magical 1966 team that gave the province its first Canadian Football League championship.
He had the chance to reunite with his former teammates this past July, to celebrate the team’s
50th anniversary. Hank passed away on December 10, 2016 he was 76.

Gordon “Gord” Currie (Football — 1978) On February 23, 2017, the Canadian sporting
world lost a legend. Gord was well-known as a fantastic coach in football, hockey and baseball.
While coaching the Regina Rams the team won 108 games out of 135, including six Canadian
Championships. But winning wasn’t everything to Gord, he was much more concerned with
instilling values in his players and fostering great people first. Gord was 93 years old.

Arleene (Johnson) Noga (Baseball — 1989) Arleene was one of the best ball players of
her time. A talented third-baseman in the All-American Girls Professional Baseball League,
Arleene set multiple fielding records and in 1947 won the league pennant with the Muskegon
Lassie’s. She was truly a SSHF treasure. Arleene passed away on March 14, 2017, she was 93
years old.
